THE COMMUNIQUES AND STILL CAN NOT BE DISCUSSED. SOME

OF THESE DETAILS WERE CONFIRMED BY MEMBERS OF THE CZECH-
OSLOVAKIAN COMMUNIST PARTY PRESIDIUM, WHO ATTENDED THE
MEETINGS. DUBCEK GAVE ASSURANCES THAT HE WOULD CORRECT
THESE MATTERS, BUT FAILED TO MAKE ANY EFFORT TO DO SO

AND MATTERS GOT STEADILY WORSE. IN FACT, DUBCEK EVEN
ENTRUSTED SOME DETAILS OF INVESTIGATING THE SITUATION TO
JOSEF PAVEL, CZECH MINISTER OF THE INTERIOR, WHO THE

4ING COUNTERREVOLUTIONARIES. COWFIRKATION OF PAVEL'S GUILT
IS THE FACT THAT HE DISAPPEARED ON THE DAY OF THE INVASION
