SUBJECT: Yuri KOSSACH - Meeting between Subject. and ABCASSOWARY/2 in
the Home of ABCASSOWARY/L om 24 July 1963, from 5-8 p.m.

1. The mesting wss requestad by Subject via telephone. A/k was
present during practically the entire conversatioan but tock no part in
the discussion. Subject arrived 5 minmutes early and appeared even more
nervous than he was during the first mesting with him.

2. Subject started the conversation by stating that he considers
A/2 a patriot and trustworthy. He edmitted having written anti-A/2
articles but not frequently and then only because it was necessary,
Subject asked A/2 to help him obtain permission to go to the Soviet
Union. He seld that from a conversation he had with officera of the
FEI, 1t wvas his understanding that they would not permit him to leave.
A/2 t0ld Subjeet he had no contacts at the FBI and subject replied,
"Yes, I knov". A/2 asked Subject vhether the FBI had called him
and he said that yes, to date he hes been summoned eight times by
them agd that the last time theare were 3 new men vhom, mfortunately,
are not at all oriented in the nationality question and they consider
the USSR ss one nation. The FBI officers questioned him for several
hours concerning the following: (a) Subjeet is a Communist. (b) -
He publigshes a pro-Communist journal. (c¢) He maintains contact with
and 1a friendly with Xyzia, head of the Ukrainisn delegation at the
U.X. (d4) His plans to travel to the USSR. '

Subject told them that he is not & Commmist, that the
Journal he edits does not take the Commmist position, that it is
ot anti-fmericean, that Kyzim is not a friemd of his 2and that hise
visits to the Ukrainien Mission are of similar character to that of
other invited Americans snd that his plan to visit the Soviet Union
is not unlike that of other tourists from the U, 3. or Canada, In
reply to the FBI's question as to his opinion of Kyvzis and others at
the Uxrainisn Mission, Subject said they vere potemtial defectors and
the reason was beceuse they are Ukrainians. The FBI officers finally
teld him that he could continmue publishing his journal, that to date
he has done nothing azsinst the lav and that thay are interested in
hinm personally. When A/2 ask#d vhether he knev why the FEI was ‘
interested im him , he replied, "They want to make me sn agent of
theirs but I am not very suitahle for this, and I tried to eonvince
then that I would be of no use to them because I am pot trust ed
at the (Ukrainian) Mission end mewbers of the Mission discuss nothing
in my presence which would be of interest.”

3. Regarding his trip to the Ukraine, Subject said he has an

invitation from the Union of Ukrainian Wribvers, Cfrom the Association
for Cultural Exchsnges and from Dmyterko, editor of Vitchysns, but
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that he does not have an official invitation from the Ukrainisn

, Goverpment, although it has been promised to him in the next fow days.

‘ round-trip ticket from the Govermment im K lev,) He should lesve by
August ), because he is scheduled to spesk on August 3, st & Lvov
univeraity in connection with the 50th anniversary of the death of
lesya Ukrainke on the Subject, lesya Ukrainka in American Literature.

k, Subject stated that he hes an American passport. He was
asked why he thought he would not be permitted to lasve. He gave
no reason, but stated that permission could be rdfused him at the
last moment. A/2 stated this was very unlikely unlass somecne from
the Ukrainian Mission is reporting om him, particularly sinee there
sre so meny spy cases these days. Subject asked whether A/2 meant
YEGOROV and A/2 said he meant him and others. Subject did mot rule
out the possibility that members of the Ukrainisn Mission were
reporting on him but he d1d not wvant to#ay that they were either.

? 5. In talking sbout members of the Ukrainien Mission, Subject
explained that the sexbers have various assignments, as for inastsnce:

, a. To seek ocut in the emigration those who hed committed
| crimes in the Soviet Union.

./ b. To seek out imdividuals vho could be bleckmailed because
of ties (relatives) in the Soviet Union, because of their past, ete.

¢. To seak eontect with more prominent individusle in the
: ‘ enigration, with the exclusion of political leeders. As examples he named
| Yu. SHEREKH, ARCHIPENKO snd Platon STASIUK and emphasized that he was
onlywsing them as exegples. The purpose of this type of contact is
to eonvert the individuals to the Soviet position, or at least to
neutralize them, Thiy type of mission is being econducted by the cul-
“tura) attache of the Ukrainien delegation, #nd Subject belongs to him.
This ettache i{s not involved in espiomage work. Subject agreed that
there were members of the delegation who were KUB and that they could
be conceiyvably eultural attaches.

6. Subject said that he wents very muech to go to the Ukraine end
addal "I have worked on this for a long time.” He wants to pmet with
scquaintances, countrymen and relatives of his and to lesrn the
truth frem them. He wvents to return (to the U.S.A.) end then he will
i act in accordance with his consclence. If he sees things there are

bad, then he will openly sey so end if on the contrary, things are
godd, then he will alsc speak openly. He would remaln there only efter
e second visit, (vhen discussing this subje et he also memtioned that
he would best prefer to live sameplmsece in Burope, as for instance in Itely.
He hes had emough., He is being puahed up egaina ¢ the wall here end
even the Soviets don't trust him and probably will not publish the
things he has written.)
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7. Toward the end of the conversation, he agsin brought up the
subject of the FBI and sald that he expected they will arrest him amd
put in prison. When he asked why he suspected this, he had no reply
but marely menticned that in the eévent of his arrest, he gave
4that—in—theevent—ofhis-arrest;—he—geve- instructions to the
administrator of his journal to talephone A/2 and turn over to A/2
a1l his litersry works becsuse he hus no one else here vhom he
trusts. A/2 suggested that Subject ought to leave a written will
and Subject sgreed thet this wes & gocd ides. In perting, he said
he would telephone A/2 before his departury, or before his arrest.
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AMditionsl Informatiocn

1. Subject mentionsd that he hed entertainsd in his home Kyeis,
Palamarchuk end others and that the FBI questioned him about this.

2. He told the FBI that I. Yaremko of Chicezo went to the USSR
to negotiate trade exchanges and that the FBI gave him no problems.
The FBI men commented that Yaremko would be bought by the Soviets.
(Note: I, Yaremko left on 16 July for a one month's stay.)

o 3. Subject also reportedly told the FBI that the genersl

: public considers him a Communist, but they hear what the intelligent
peopls have to say about him, (Fote: It is possible he gave A/2's
name to the FBI.)

L. Subject mentioned thst he reported to Kysia in gensral about

his first meeting with A/2 snd that Kyeia told him, "Dom't bring
up A/2's neme in the press at the present”. Subject reportedly slso
spoke to Kyeia about the stupid criticism in the 20 May issue of

, ke Ukraine of V. Barka's book about The Truth of the Kobszar
published by Prolog and Kysia vas supposed to have sald thet thoas
in Kfev frequently do stupid things. Subject said that Kygis left for e
vacation in the UkSSR.

5. A/2 ssked whether TSURKAN also left but Subject said he did
not. A/2 tock this opportunity to say that Tsurkan frequently does
very stupid thingse, as for instemce he telephoned the UCCA,snd invited
(using an alias) one of the older @Smﬁm’tﬁk with '
him. later the employee tald the others thet the man's nawe vas TSURKAW.
Bubject &c¢knovledged that TSURKAN is a careerist and an individusl wvho
"attacks in the dark and has no scruples”. He said that TSURKAN had
been in Poland previously, that he i{s intelligent and undoubtedly would
get a higher poaitien.

6. Af2 mentioned to Subject that he might sccidentally run inmto
VKUK in Kiev. At first the name didn't sesm to msan anything to Subject
but he then said that he does not believe that KUK is alive end that




if he is, it would not be convenient for him to meet snyone.

7. In parting, Subject asked A/2, "Why should you be involved
in polities?”, A/2 replied that when an individual devoted his
entire life to one causs it is Aifficult to retire to the feeding

of chickens. Subjeect agreed.

8. In general, Subject didn't want to say anything derogatory
about the Soviet Union, although ¢ listenéd to and 4idn't oppose
any eriticimm. He spoke positively sbout Ukrainians at the U.N.
and Ukrainian perty members in the UXSSR, sdding that thay were
"better realists than we" and that smong them there could be
Mazepas. (Hote: Hetman I. Mazepa vho betrayed the czar,)
