1. We are finally beginning to see some real forward progress in the
long-protracted broadening process of AEVIRGIL-a. The development was moving
at an altogether unsatisfactory pace until mid-January, when it became necessary
for the case-officer to shake the AEVIRGILites a bit with some very plain talk
on the subject of the future of the organization, as will be noted below.

2. The AEVIRGIL-1 reception and dinner of 7 December was intended to serve
as a formal announcement of the group's broadening action and to attract useful
new members into the AEVIRGIL-1 orbit. It was generally believed among the
Russian emigration as well as among the American and German guests that the
evening had succeeded in this purpose, and the AEVIRGILites began to get
indications of interest from a good number of intelligent and well-thought-of
individuals in the emigration who were either non-committed to any political
group or Who were ready to leave less-active organizations in order to join
an outfit which was doing something concrete and constructive in the anti-
Communist field. It was intended that these contaCts should be vigorously
developed and that the Praesidium should immediately take the necessary formal
steps to complete the broadening action and take on the new members. Unfortunately,
however, the Praesidium was not convened immediately after the 7 December
reception, and then the German and Russian Christmas holidays intervened, so
no meeting was scheduled until 11 January. (There are, it is true, certain
technical difficulties in assembling the full Praesidium, since several members
are fully occupied at Radio Liberation and other jobs, and one has to come
from Oberammergau. Further, Russian practice considers it necessary to have
all or nearly all of the members in attendance for discussion of important
organizational measures. NY do not accept this, however, as a valid excuse
for this latest delay, and we will insist that it not be repeated.)

3. Meanwhile the plebiscite of the membership was being completed with
the receipt of the letter ballots which had been dispatched to those individuals
whom the plebiscite committee had not been able to visit in person. The
plebiscite not only confirmed what we had already known abou
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but brought home in striking form to the group leaders the fact that their
personnel strength was a negligible factor, almost useless as a source of
human material for active political work, and even less impressive as that
broad base of ideological strength which the inactive membership should represent.
The final report is still in draft form and not yet available for forwarding
to Headquarters, but the committee started with something like 150 individuals
in Germany ald less than 50 abroad, and the receipt of ballots seems to indicate
approximately 100members in Germany and perhaps 30 abroad, including the U.S. .
chapter.

I. This discouraging picture could have been anticipated. During our many
discussions with the AEVIRGILites on the necessity for broadeningi 	 land

Aboth had constantly pointed out that the weak membership bday wa
iftatter-Tor serious concern and made the reorganization no longer a question of
choice. AE1TIRGILS-4 and 5 had agreed, but only grudgingly, and seemed to
believe that the group could still muster an enrollment of two to three hundred..
This has now been proven false, and there can be no further illusions of any
sort as to the size, quality, or political worth of the AEV1RGIL-1 membership.

ell 10 t,12 January it was completely agreed_ 
0-	 that we ought to establish a more

healt y relationship between a eorganized AECARRERA office and the AEVIRGIL-1
parent body, and that this should involve using AEVIRGIL-1 members in the office
under the command of a good, strong ZEVIRGIL-1 activist, who would be the person
responsible for the total functioning of the operation, covert and overt, and
would report directly to the BOB case-officer. We will not go into this in
detail in this dispatch since it is only parenthetical to the subject, but it
was clear after these ops discussions that we muSt strive to find new people
for the AECARRERA operation from among the potential new members, an the
importance of attracting capable people into the group was once again brought
into sharp focus.

6. Upon our return to Munich we got a report on the Praesidium meeting
of 11 January which made it completely clear that the people were taking a
business-as-usual attitude and refusing to speed up the reorganization and
b6radening process despite the obvious and demonstrated need. The meeting
had listened to a long report on the plebiscite, had wasted time on minor matters,
had not co-opted new individuals into the Praesidium and had not begun discussion
on the list of prospective new members which had been put before it. With this
the limit of our patience was reached and passed. We met with AEVIRGTTS-4 1 5
and 30 and laid it right on the line--either get this thing moving or else we
go out of business. The conversation lasted only about an hour and a half, after
which we left them witi\._	_land they were obviously shaken.

7. The result was like adrenalin. The boys visited their balky Praesidium
members in person, and we can only guess what they told them, but it was
obviously enough to bring them to their senses. A meeting was called for 20
January and here, finally, the action was taken which should have been done at
least a month before: AEVIRGILS-6 and 7 were co-opted as Praesidium members.

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Two more individuals ere to be co-opted from among the new members just
as soon as we can determine which will be the most useful additions in the
ruling body. Even more of a hopeful sign was the acceptance into membership
of 12 new people, including some Very respectable names, and the discussion
of a number of others who may be admitted in the nearest future. The protocols
of these two Praesidium meetings are forwarded as separate cover attachments
to this dispatch, and we recommend them to the attention of Thynton and Paton.

9. Now the leaders are devoting their full energies to the process of
recruiting new members into the group, and there are some indications which
lead us to hope that we will be able to build up the organization not only in
Germany but in other countries as well. There is a letter from Alexander Gondar

• in Belgium, for example, which states that a considerable number of the local
emigres are ready to sign up, and we will attempt immediately to develop this
ap-arently favorable lead. (Traces have been requested on the writer, and we
will invite him to Munich very quickly). Almost all of the top AEVIRGILites
are now engaged in this business and will be for the following weeks, and we
certainly have every intent to keep the pressure on them.

10. It is completely understood that the new members must be drawn into
some active work for the organization if the membership body is to be trans-
formed from a passive and politically meaningless collection of emigres into
a factor of support for the group's active anti-Communist operations, and we
are exploring ways and means to this end. The group held the first of what
we hope will be a series of discussion evenings on 22 January, with AEVIRGIL-3
presenting a topic for debate and a number of intelligent emigres taking part
in the lively discussion which followed. Material Was developed for the
German and Russian magazines, but even more important, an atmosphere of
intelligent political thought was engendered and we hope that this will serve
to attract more of the useful members of emigre society into the AEVIRGIL-1
orbit. Further, we are having some of the new people contribute leaflet and
brochure material in both languages, and this should also serve the general
organizational purpose.

11.: At the proper time we will consider the possible utility of a tour
by one or two of the leaders for the purpose of developing organizational
leads abroad. At the Moment we feel it is just a little too early to make
such a tour worthwhile. We will want first to see some correspondence with
activists in other countries and will want to know a little about our key
people in the various centers of the emigration. It might in the long run
be more advisable to invite potential leaders to Munich than to let our
AEVIRGILites travel to see them, but this will have to be decided on the
merits of each particular case.

12. Thus, we seem to be on the way towards the expansion which we deem
so important. At the same time we must repeat the warning set forth in an
earlier dispatch: The source of human material among the Russian emigration
in Germany has now been so severely depleted that we cannot be really hopeful
of finding many new activists. There just aren't any good ones who haven't
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been spoken for by one of the existing political activities. Certain of those
now working at other jobs might be more than willing to change over to AEVIRGIL-1,
but we obviously can't conduct any mass raiding operation, for reasons which
need not be enumerated here. The suggestion made by Headquarters in EG1A-23371
concerning re-activation of the AETROJAN propaganda school is certainly of
interest in this connection, and we will explore this and comment on it as well
as upon the emigration problem in a following dispatch,

13. We would by all means be grateful for Headquarters* comments, but
it mast be emphasized that the above is intended to give only a status report
on the broadening development, and that any prognosis of the future is, at
this writing, premature. We will report on the action as it progresses.
