Sep 4, 1960

To-day I was in the Vatican Museums to "catch" BIRUTR KALEDIERB,

They often addressed
women visitors there asking where they were from and whether one
of them did not happen to be Birute. When Birute did not show up,
after a while these two desided to leave as well. I remained alone
a little longer, but I did not have any success either. I do not
know, was - she in the Museum that day at all or not?
