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An extensive redistribution and mixing of ethnic groups has
occurred since 1939. The changes of greatest magnitude have taken
Place in large cities, which have experienced a heavy influx of Russizn
industrial and eduinistrative workers. The 1939 Census, vhich was
compiled at the time when the proportion of urban dwellers was lower,
in many cases now may be more representative of the ethnic composition
in areas outside cities than ara the 1959 figures.

 In Kazakhskays S8R, according to the 1959 Census, the proportion
of Russlisns ig considerably greater thsn that of the titnlar ethnie
group, the Russians representing 43.1 percent of the total populetion
compared with 29.6 for the Kezakhs. Russians slso comprise significant
sectors of the populstion of the other Republics ~- 27 percent in
Iatviyskaya S8R, 9 percent in Belorusskaya SSR, 18 percent in
Ukrainskays SSR, 22 percent in Estonskaya SSR, and 30 percent in
Kl.rglzskaya 8SR.
