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SUMMARY

A small army barracks area is located on
the northeast edge of Uzhgorod, on the north
side of the road to Sambor immediately west
of the Donanin Canal and 4.7 kilometers (km)
from the Czechoslovakian border (Figure 1).
There has been no apparent change in this in-

stallation since
The installation 1s adivided into three main

areas (Figures 2 and 3). Area Dl contains a
large headquarters building and miscellaneous
small administrative buildings. AreaJconsists
of vehicle and equipment parks with general
storage and maintenance buildings. Area D2
is a troop barracks area withsevenlarge multi-
story barracks buildings and miscellancous
smaller administrative buildings.

DESCRIPTION OF INSTALLATION

Road Service

The installation is situated on an all-
weather, hard surface road between Uzhgorod
and Sambor with access to Uzhgorod city streets.
Administrative and Troop Housing Areas

Area D1 contains one H-shaped, 200- by S0-
foot multistory headquarters building with 100-
by 50-foot connector, and six single story 100- by
35-foot general administrative-type buildings.

Area D2 contains seven permanent 200- by

-3 -

50-foot multistcry barracks buildings and 10
permanent 100- by 35-foot single story admin-
istrative buildings.
Equipment Storage/Maintenance Areas

Area J contains three motor parks, two
500 by 500 feet and one 900 by 300 feet, 15 single
story 400- by 35-foot vehicle storage sheds,
one single story 400- by 35-foot vehicle storage
shed, and five single story 75- by 25-foot ve-
hicle maintenance buildings.
