Iwould go
so far as to gay what he red ly wants is a very brief report on changes in
various situations with the bulk of the time devoted to a general bull
session as to what we ought to do about the principle trouble spots. DCI
obviously worried about getting too far into the policy side. Enroute home,
DCI said he did not really know what to lay on but would think it over and
would inform me later.
