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Kenya: A struggle for power appears to be shaping
up between Prime Minister Kenyatta and Minister of
Home Affairs Oginga Odinga, whe has long had finan-
cial ties with Moscow and Peiping.

Odinga's plotting against Kenyatta is described by
the US Embassy in Nairobi as having reached "alarm-
ing proportions.! Odinga, a Luo, is seeking to increase
his influence in Kenyatta's Kikuyu tribe among ex - Mau-
Mau fighters and youth groups, as well as in the Kamba
tribe, which is strong in Kenya's security forces.

The embassy believes Kenyatta, who is awake to
Odinga's maneuvers, might emerge stronger than ever
if he moves fast enough. Serious splits could develop,
however, in the Kikuyu-Luo-Kamba tribal alliance
which makes up Kenyatta's party, and in the security
forces.
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Indonesia: The Djakarta governrnent has begun
to take over certain British enterprises which have
been seized or harassed by labor unions, mostly
Communist-led, since 18 January. Djakarta's ac-
tion to extend ''government supervision' to those en-
terprises, reported by the press on 2 February, has
been anticipated by the British for months but may
have been accelerated by Communist activity. The
enterprises presumably affected--the Shell oil com-
pany, at least 44 companies and agricultural estates
in Java, and some in North Sumatra--constitute a sig-
