*USSR-Cyprus: Moscow has rebuffed apparent
Cypriot pressures for a public military aid agree-
ment. The cautious Soviet approach to the negotia-
tions with the Cypriot delegation was evident in the
vague communiqué of 1 October which avoided any
reference to military assistance. It announced only
that agreement had been reached on "practical mea-
sures of assistance' which the USSR will render to
Cyprus for '"safeguarding its freedom and territorial
integrity.” The communiqué reiterated Soviet support
for Cyprus against "aggressive actions and intrigues"
by NATO countries and again asserted that the Cypriots
should be allowed to settle their problems peacefully
without external interference. f
