MILLIONS AUTHORIZED FOR SIOPLJE -- Duga, No 197, 21 May 49

Ncthing vill remain of the yresent city of Skoplje but its historical
momzsnts wken the rebu’lding program, already under way, i completed.

The pressent ciiy has no sevage eysten, water system, cr baths. The
govermment of Ekoplje hae now authorized an expenditurs of millions of dinars
to rebuilt the Macedonian capital: 200 million for housing, 36 miilion for
aewage aad vatsr systems, 16 m!llior for traGes enterprises, 6 million for
municipal collective farms, and 2 million for a modern market place.

The entire Turkish quarter will be razed, and wide etreete and boulevards
with large modert: duildinge will te built in ita place. On both sides of
the Vardar a large boulevard = mste.s vide will be built and Iined with trees

and grass.

Tpe sc-called nev section of Skoplje also will be transformed. Only the
historical monuments, forts, castles, churches, mosques, t.ldges, and the llke
will remain. Everything else will be destroyed to make room for the modern
city.

The old Pit Pazer (Market), which alvays vas a filthy place, will be re-
placed by a new market, vith modern equijment, drinking water, ard a sswage
system. Trees will be planted on Vodno Moutain,and a hotel and labor union
regort will be built on it. The village of Gorno Vodnc will be transformed
into a modern resort for vorkers. The polluted streans in Gorno Vodno will de
replaced by an artificial lake. The Vardar vill be regulated by volunteer
1abor, and the reclamtion of Skoplje Polje will recover 8,000 hectares of
1and for cultivation.
