The fifth column gives the 1946 name as listed. in the 1946 census report of any
post=19L6 name listed in the firdt ocolumn (starred)s The fifth column is blank
when it is the 1946 name whioh appears in the left-hand column and in those oases,
the post=1946 name 1s listed in the aixth and final ocolumn.

The sources for this lnformation are; in most cases, either the 00O~W translations

of the Bulgarian press or the announcements oontained in verious issuss.of Geografiya
or made over the Bulgarian radiec. In a very few ocases; unofficlal reports of namé=
changes have been recorded in this llsting, but all such cases are noted bensath

the entry.

When a new town has been formed from the fusion of two previously-existing onea, the
new town is llsted in this indexs, But when two towns have been fused to make one
town of the same name as one of the previous towns, the change, which is thus
administrative rather then a change of names; has not been noted in this listing.
