bordered black epaulets with an insignia similar to the one worn
by roed construction personnel. Road rollers, cranes and other

equipment were observed opposite the billets. The motor pool
of the unit was located outside of tue barracks installation in
farm “Entenfang" in Area A. The personnel strength of the

unit was esiimated at 150 to 200 men.

Section llc housed a small gymnasium.

Section 11d housed a motion picture theater.

Section 1lle housed billets cf Air Force Unit Strativnov.
Section 11f housed the school of Air force Unit Galkin.

Building 12 housed a swimming pool and a large heating plant.

Area B, Kleiner Entenfaengerberg, with previocusly reported radio
installation. Additional sections of the nountein-are being cleared.
1t appears that ancther radio installation is located on the mountain.

Area C, underground command bunker, separated from the barraci:
installation by & high and dense bogrd fence. This bunker, which
has not yet been entered, is apparently not occupied but ready
for occupation.

Area D, athletic field.

The following details were known abou% the units billeted in
Wildpark West Kaserme:

It could not be determined where the units, except for Unit

Gorodobyedov, perked their motor vehicles. It is possible that
there were garages which have not yet been observed.

It appears that Unit Galkin is independent, while Unit Golubov is

subordinated to Unit Stratiwvnov.
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The total occupation strength of the barracks instsllation including
the dependents waa estimated at 2,000 to 2,200 persons. The
individual units approximately had the following strength:

Unit Zevakin 400 to 500 men
Unit lialeyev 400 to 500 men
Unit Borovik 80 to 100 men
Unit Gorodobyedowv 200 men
Unit Stratiwnov 500 to 700 men

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Comment. The following units are believed %o be quartered

in Wildpark West Kaserne:

a. An air force construction battalion under the cormand of
Lieutenant Colonecl Strativmov. Two construction units with
Captain Golubov and Major Galkin as chiefs were probably
assigned to the battalion. Groups of the twc units are detached
to various airfields, in particular for grading work.

b. An army signal unit under the command of Lisutenant Colonel
Zevakin. Llements of this unit were transferred %o the
Hindenburg Kaserne in Leipzig in April 19%£. It is unknown
if the elements wére two independent unite or if they were
coanected with one another.

c. A gignal unit under the command of Captain Borovik, This
unit probably furnished the personnel for the radar station
on Kleinen Entenfaen;erberg.,

d. Air Force Unit lialayev possidbly including personnel of the
headguarters of the Twenty-Fourth Air Army in Werder. The
nissions of this unit are not known.

e. An army construction unit with the assigned supply officer
Major Gorodobyedov.
