Barber would
particularly like for the Director to sddress himself to &
canperative estimate of the Soviet and US power positions to
the extent that this cen be done under the intelligence tent.

He would like for the Director to emphasige the places where
ve are wesk or are strongly chellenged by the Soviet Bloc.

The normal procedure for speakers at this course is to
talk for twenty to fifty minutes followed by a five-minute
break and a one-hour discussion period which does not
necessarily involve questions and esnswers and mey involve
a fair amount of student participation.
