SUBJECT: DCI Appearance before the President's

1. Communications Security. Mr. Clifferd's memorandurn
asks for comments on how to strengthen (among other things) com-
munications security. Communications security is the responsibility
of the Communications Security Board, the Chairman of which is
Dr. John S. Foster. The DCIl is represented on this Board and is
obviously Interested in the problem. However, the communications
security programs, which are developed by NS8A, have not been
considered as coming within the DCI's area of personal responsibility.
The DCI was briefed generally on these programs at the time of his
vigit to Fort Meade last suramer.
