(e) Two four hour periods weekly are reserved for familiarization
of officers (samopodgotovka) with the army manuals,
regulations, and tactics. This type of training is super-
viged by the unit's commanding officer or his chief of
staff, but 1t 1is not conducted in the form of lectures
or lnstructlons. 1Instead, it is lef* for every individual
to decide what subjects he wants to study each time. This ,
is actually time for officers' self-training. Usually threé
or four officers combine into small groups, working
together on one particular subject such as reading manuals
and regulations, and clarifying their ideas through group
discussions.
