When the lever is thrust all the way forward it disengages
the canopy locks and throws the canopy rearward. Once th c&nopy is
in 1ts most rearward position, the pilot sits comfortably in the seat,
places his feet sclidly on the pedals and presses the ejection button
located on the underside of the right arm rest.
