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It has been reported, &s of 20 September 1946, that Deputy Rushdi Kikhya
of Aleppo has been putting out strong propagands in Aleppo, Harim, Idlib,
Jisr al-Shuguwr, and among Beduin tribes, in favor of the Greater Syria plan.

Upon the arrival of the Trans-Jordanisn Minister to Lebaunon, Muhsmmad Ali
al~Ajluni, on 1 October 1946, Kikhya came to Belrul to pay his respects,
and he assured Ajluni of his support for Xing Abdallah.

3. Om 22 September,; 4jluni went to Demascus and vislted Nasuh Babil, owner
of al-Ayyem newspaper.
