2. Epstein claims that the Soviet proposal for peace in Korea is absolutely
genuine, as the Soviets are extremely worried about the destruction of their
mgteriel;, the latest models of which are being shipped to the Chinese.

They are now convinced that the dmericans cannot be beaten in Korea and
wish to put a stop to the fight. They will open a new conflict soon
somewhere else where conditions are the most favorable to the East.
