b. Mossadeq’s auntagonism toward the Tudeh Farty, {Tho Party is skeptical
about his alleged intention te legalize the Tudeh Party. It believes
thet the fresing of Tudeh prisoners is only a "grandstand play" to
give the Iranian people the impression that he loves liberty and
liberality and that, instead of being favorably disposed toward the
Party, Mossadeq is secretly working for the British and is following
specific British plams. According to the Tudeh, he is alsc responsible
for the formation of the new anti-Tudeh workers’ Party known as
Zehmatkishen, 2

¢, Mossadeq's efforts to control the forthcoming election. {The Tudeh Party
believes that Mossadsq,with the assistance of the Zahmetkishan, will
attompt to strengthen his basic power, thereby winning the election in
spite of the free ballot to which he is committed.
