2. In lete August every harbor in Hainan had one or two Soviei-made long range
coastal defende guna and modern anti-aircraft weapons. Harboras and other
possible landing areas weve protected by fortifications.

3. In late August clements of the Hainan Military District Command, organized
from troops of the Hainan Column, were disposed as follows: the 1 Regiment,
porth Hainan; the 2 Regiment, west Hainan; the 3 Regiment, south Hainanj the
i Regiment, west Hainan; the 5 Regiment and an independent battalion in
eentral Hainan, ‘

e In mid-fugust the Hoinan military anthorities ordered the 127 Division and
3,000 civilian lsborers recruited from Wench'ang (110-42, 19-42), Ch'iungtung
(110-28, 19-23), Wenning {110-23, 18-50) and Lingshui (109-56, 13~35) to
build defense works from lohui (110-27, 19-13) to Lingshui. The work is to
