commanded by WU Chu-lin ( % iﬁ ), attacked elsments of a guard company
of the L !"ilitary District Command on three armed motor Junks. In the
ensuing battle one of the three Ciinese Commmnist junks was sunk and
another was captured. The Nationalists solso killed 60 Chinese Comrmnist
$roops, and captured 33 Chinese Communiats, one 60 mm mortar, three machine
guns, and 36 rifles.
