2., Statistics compiled by the Chinese wilitary attsche show that the number of

Nationalist troops in the Chinese Corrmunist Prmy has declined from 80 percent

to 30 nercent. The other 70 percent-spn rises new recruits or former Nationalist

™ ¢minese fommunists have been keeping veteran combat troops who have
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been thoroughly indocirinated with Marxism and Stalinism
in China proper for the suppression of guerrillas and in
anticipation of a Nationalist counteroffensive which is
expected soon, especially with United States help (C-6).
Nationslist strategists have analysed that the Chinese
Communists have been having trouble at home which has pre~
vented them from using their best troops in Korea.

In view of the sbove analysis, the Chinese Communists can-
not pain anything in wegging the present Korean war and are,
therefore, eager for a peace scceptable to them to save face.
Howevsr, according to Nationalist intelligence both from
Korea and the China mainland, the number of Communist cas-
uslties as reporied by the United States 8 Army is far from
correct, Communist losses from Allied air attacks are cver-
estimated, Naticaalist experience during the Sino-Japanese
war was that very few were killed by air strafing or bombing.
Most of them were killed in action in the so-cslled "humasn
sea" attacks.
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
