and armament of the units could not be learned, The units
stayed in camps near Stripa (S 49/A 12) and Yarok (Lirok -
5 49/° A 12) throughout the summer, :
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b. One or two infantry{battalions each were stationed in
Bershovo (S 49/F 27), Mukacevo (8 49/A4 30) and Khust (S 49/F 76),
No further data on the units could be learned.

c. Inductions : In the Carpatho-Ukraine only Soviet Russilans
were inducted for military service.

The first inductions in the Mukacevo area were effected in the
Fall of 1947, Judges and notaries, in the former Comitate
towns, had to bring before the draft boards all men of the 1925
through 1929 classes, Draftees were inducted irrespective of
their belonging to .ethnie grotips (Hungarians, Little Russians,
%o the armed forces

but assigned to work in mines,

The following observations were made in the Uzhgorod area up
to the end of 1947 : i

a,bThe foomer Heber High Sehool (four-story building SW of the
rallroad bridge) was occupled by a tank unit. About 40 tanks
were stored inb large nearby garage (2 on Annex),

b. An infantry unit of about 500 troops and a battalion head-
quarters were in private houses on Minai Street, running south-
wezt (B 3 on Annex), The unit had the numeriehkl designation
216, )

¢, The border guard headquarters, the MVD office for the Uzhgorod
dlstriet, about 400 militiamen of the municipal force and the
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military district headquarters were on Stalin Square (fornerly
Kossuth Square), Uzhgorod (A on Annex). ’

d. Several military offices and a motor pool with 40 to 50
motor vehlecles were in a restricted area in the SW city
sector (4 on Annex).

e, The railroad militia office and the MVD headquarters were -
in the former Karpatia Hotel on Munacevska Street (C 5 on Annex)
near the main railroad statlon.

£. An ammunition depot was in the woods NE of Horiany (about

5 km east of Uzhgorod),. The depot was surrounded by a barbed-
wire fence and had surface and subterranean ammuhition storage
buildings, a guardhouse and a narrow-gauge railroad spur.

Thé“following observations were made in the Uzhgorod area in
July 1947 :

a., An ammunition depot with surface and subterranean ammunition
storage facilities and covering an area of 500 x 600 meters,
surrounded by a double barbed-wire fence, was about 5 km east
of Uzhgorod and north of Horilany.

b, Military gparters were under construction in the Tarok-
Orekhovitsa %S 49/A 12) area, north of the ammunition depot
in 1947, The vitlages had been depopulated,

a, A_ccording to rather credible information of 1947, component
units of the IIT Mount Rifle Corps ( 128th Gds Mount Rifle Div
and 318th Mount Rifle Div) are assumed to be stationed in the
Uzhgorod-Mukacevo area, '

b, Information obtained on border obstacles along the Soviet -
Czechoslovakian border in the Mukacevo area in the Spring of
1949 f agrees with the present report,

¢, Information on inductions in the Carpatho-Ukraine tallies
with the previous assumption that only about 50 percent of the
able-bodied draftees are inducted for military service, while
the remaining 50 percent are drafted for work with the F&O.
