TIE ENTIRE UERAINIAN ELIGRATION

We speek to our brothers scattersd in meny remote foreipn countries., Four
years heve passed since the ond of the World War II. The war, however,
has not ended in the Ukraine. You Ukrainisns sbroad heve had the oppor-
tunity to witness the reconstruction of national lives by the nabions of
Wostern Burope and Amsrice during the four years of psace. In the Ukrsine,
howsver, peace does not exist. In the Ukrsine the cruel war contimes, the
ghootings have not ceasod, and the fires gre not extinguished. In plents
and factories, in kolkhoz farms end in privately owned ferms, in achools
and institutions, in the forests and mountains, in the Ukraiue ftaelf. and
in romote Siberie and in Bazekhstan,the Ukreinien people today stond at
the liberation barricades. They stand bleeding but inflexible, unwanquished
snd unsubduod.

With a detestation of ¢nslavement, serfdom, violence, and lawlessress, the
Ukrainian people have declersd  relentless wer against Russian-Bolshevik
imperialism., With a knowledge of the justice of their cause the Ukrsinian
people have risen to the scme of sacrifice end herolsm. Having takon their
fate into their own hands thoy have determined to achieve their liberetion,
aad they move restlessly, relentlossly . and foerlessly toward that end.
Stending in tho venguard of the sacred sirugpgle for the destruction of
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totalitarisnism, dospotism, and terror, symbolized Ly the Stalinist USSR,
the UVlaainisn people performs its prest and significant role with courare
aad honesty. Today the kreinian people reise thoir flap with woards
beloved by all notions: Frosdum for nebtions. Proedom for individuals.

In this cruel strupsle, unequaled in history, nc Ukrainian men or women
should stend apart. All Ukrainians, regerdless of where they livo, rusb
talew part in this atrugsle. You, our brothers scattered thra chout the
world, are considered by the embattled Ulraine as a segment of the united
front of our grest liberstion strupule, a struggle which exceeds the
frontiers of our nationsl struggle avd which iz of universal slgnificanocs
to the free world. The embattled Vlraine repords all of you as menbors
of the great liberation cause virether you serve in Jestern Surope, ipn the
Anericas, in Austrelie. or anywhore whore oven one Ukrainien resides. 7o
your posts of service tho ombattled Ukraine sends brotierly preotings and
our cucouragensnt. Yhe homeland listons intently to every rsvort of what
s happeming in both the old mud the mew Ukrsinian emipration. %he
Tkrainiom peoplo im the homeland aro vitelly intercsted in whether the
enigration keeps pace ideologically .ith the homelond, whether or not it
lags behird the homoland, or whether it breaks down entirely. The Lkroinian
people have the right to requirc that its omipretion does not abmadon the
strurgle in the houmelend, and that it performs the mission given it by
history.

The embnttled Ukraine requircs first thet the Lkrainien emigration honestly
represent its nation and its liberation sitrupgele to the non-Ukrainian
world. The Ulrainc-is now entering the international erene. The world
Imows little as yot of our nation, snd what knowledpe the w rld has is
sti1l obsoure sud distorted. 7o corrcot thie condition end to bring the
truth about Ukrsine md her struggle to oll notions and peoples beyund the
borders of the USSR, is the primary task of the Ulrainiun emigration. The
homelend has helped end will conbinue to help to make this pussible.
Through its heroic struggle the homeland hes crsated o preat asset apd
you, the Ukrainian omigration, mst utlilize that asset elfectively on
beheld of the liberstion cause in internationel relationg.

Fate has seatiored and is seatteriug you iuto all the couwntriss of the
world, to the most distant corners of tho carth. This is not the tims 4o
mirmir ageinst your cruel fate. You must turn that fetc to tho service of
the ontire Ulrainien people. You must utilize tho feet that you have been
scattered cmoug oll the pcoples of the world o inform the world about the
Ukraine, the Ukrainiesn people, their schiovements in the past, and thoir
heroie struggle in the prosent.

Reweniber that todny every Ukroirian abrosd is a ropresontative of the
cmbattled Ukreins.

Renambor that foreipmers, in looking at esch of you, are lookins, at the
entire Ukrainieu people and in evaluating you, are evaluating all our
peoples Lot each one coundust himsclf so as not to stain his yecg&ia and
always act sc as to inerosse their glory. Ask yourself ecech day: what
have I done for the benofit and profit of the Ukr:ine?

You must bo bound in Bpirit as closoly as possible to tho Ukroine; you

mat never forget that you are bound to the Ukrsinian struggle.  You rust
ot dare to entertain any doubts concerning the success of our grost cause,
or the justice of our struggle in the homeland, for with such doubts you

will never inspire your neighbors with faith in the Justice of cur endeavors,
you will not inspire in them confidence in the success of our strugple, snd
you will not gaie their support for your poople. The embattled Ularnine
oxpecis that the Tkrainisns sbroad will be the ardent exponents of thoss
ideas for which the ilkerainian people are {ighting. )

You rmst enlighter foreipmers as to the neeossity for the division of tho

USSR into freec national states for all captive peoples. Show the world
that the oppressed naticns of the USSR are thirsting for their own
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independent govermmonts and have struggled and arc struggling resolutely
and ceurageously to seocure that indopendonce. Explain to tham thet by the
dismemberment of the UASR the iantorests of all the nations of the world
will be served; for dismemborment is the wnly mesns of deatroying once and
for all the danger of the resurrection of Russian imperialism, which todey
in the form of Bolshevism is menacing the ontire world. Spread everywherse
tho concept of building an internaticnal order founded on a system of free
and indopendent states for all psoples. Only suech a systen will ereste
favorable conditions for successiul politiesl, ethnic, and cultural co-
oporation, and uniby among nations, and offers the opportunity of building
on the foundation of true squality of riphts, good will, matusl respect,
and confidence. Unly such a system will offor ea end to bloody wars and
can safeguard a lasting poace for the world.

Explain to ywr neighbors that the Ukrainian people are atruggling for the
roelization of the progressive idess of humenity, for Proedom of all

nations and oll individuals, for true democracy, md for a Just social order
in which there will be neither exploiters nor exploited.

The embattled Ukraine expects the Ulreilnisns abroad +o sproad tirelessly

the truth sbout Stelints USSR to ell the peoples of the world and to ) )
mobilize them actively for the stiuggle againet Russian-Dolshevik ;imparial';’gsm,x
humanityt's greatost foe. T T

The warld is still woefully iguorant of the truth sbout the USSR, it still
doos not fully compreherd the fact that it is itself threatoned by Russlane
Bolshevik imperialism. It is your great obli gation, Ukreiniane in foreign
countries, to reveal the true fuce of Bolshevism to all peoples, to tear
away the mask of domocracy and of Soocialism, and %o show bolshevism to the
world in its hidews realityl Strivo to enlighton the millions of {oreigie
ers whe slncerely believe in the Socialism of the USSR. Show thom the
horrible oppression of the peoples in the USSR, the robbery of the weslth
of colenial slave states, the unprocedented exploitation and the slove
positicn of the vcrker, the new serfdem on the sollective farm, ond the
stifling of' the intelligentsig.

Reveal to the world the true nzture of this "most democratic” country,
vhosz people are driven in terror to the polls, whero people are compslled
o vote for their exceutioners and oppressors, where the courts are or'gons
of viclence and denial of rights, where not only the words but the thoughts
of citizens are fettered, wherc a nen is chonped into & slave without
rights, and where milliows are deported to prisons and cuncentration camps.

Rovesl to all peoplos the neture of this land, in vhich religion is stifled,
the church is dishouored, freadom of thought is stifled, where not cnly
Christian but general hwson moraliby is trampled under foot, and where to
the mockery ond shame of all hwnanity there loudly are proclaired the
froedoms of paradise and s church which is in reality only an sppendage of
the VD« Explain to the world the history of the annihilaltion of the
Ulorainisn Autocephalous and CGroek Catholie churches, sbout the murdsrsd

and deported Ulkyainiem bishops, priests, and Feithful laity. Explain te
forvignera that the prosent Russien Orthodox Chuyeh has nothing in commen
with a fres church and is in fuct the agont of the UVD. Call &1l believing
Chrigtians and men of other religions to the decisive strupgrle for the
annihilation of the mortal enomy of humanity ~ Bolshevism.

Tho embatiled Ukraine expscts Ukrainlens sbhrosd o be active collsboretors
in the formation of cne front off all nations onslaved and throatened by
Fussisn~-bolshevil imperialisn.

The Russien-Bolshevik imperinlists heve today onslaved many peoples and
womorrow thoy are preparing to throw their yoke over all other puoples.
All Dolshovik declarations about the possiblility cf the peameecful co-
axzistonco of the two pystems are only misleading propagands. In fact all
the efforts of the Kremlin loaders ere dirccted toward +the preperation of
a rew wor for the ecquisition of the entire world. The entire life of the
USSR 15 regimonted ond dirccted towsrc this ome poal. Lho hopes of the
wegtern world that it will be possiblo to avoid war ars in veip; they sre
hopes built on sand. The wrld cannot e6cape war by any dovice.
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Ulyninians abroad, you rust emphasize this zuth persistontly among tho
nations of the wost. Tt rust be tho agtarting point for you in your
practical work among theso pooples. Tell then clearly that today before
the ontire world thore stands one question, not how to avoid a new war-«

it is unsvoidsble- Lut how %o save liberty, independonce, and sulturae, and
how to avoid the onsloveront end ruin of humanity. You mmust show them
¢lenrly thet the one noans of saving the world is the full nnd speody
destrustion of Russion-Bolshovik imperialiesm on its present springboard

of conquest. Yhis can aily be achicved by the orgenized efforts of a single
Frout of all nutions enslaved snd threatonod by Russion~Bolshevil imporiole
isme You, Ulrianisns abroad; must nob enly preach the neocd of such o
front and convingo the world of its necessity but you must do everythiag
possible to ensure that the suti-Bolshevik front will assume concrote
forms. dherefore, you rust arm yourselves not only with faith in the
Justico of this couse bub you must manifes% the groatost organizing sava-
citiss, toleration, and sndurence, for yuu must wnite those pooples who are
thiratiag for Irosdum refardless of difveroncos in racg, nutiunalidy,
religion, and political history.

You yust henceforth expend all your efTorts to unite fin oo anti-Bolghevik
front the emipgretion of all ustions of .urcpe and Asia now under Bolshevil
rule and of the rocently eanslaved new nations o Central ond Southern
Burope. Your souniry welcomes with sincero gratitude your previovs
succosses in this fleld. Huild and deepen thesc succosses, Ukraintans
obroadl Tirslessly end stubberaly overcome all difiicultios and differe
cocos which obstruet the full waificetisn of the crdgrations of 4he peoples
of the USSR« Strengthen this unification emong the veoples of tho emi~
crotions and before the outeide world.

At the semo time with this work of unifying tho oui:ration of the ensleved
pueples of the USOR, the Nzrainians abroad must carry on tho most 1lntensive
work mmong the nations of the wost to form en anti-Dolshevil Iront of all
the I'reedem-loving pooples of the warld. Sntor into tsgoclations and join
these notional and inderuationsl organizatiwe vhich firht for the rishts
and froedon of mankind, ‘Work' for the formetion of en internati-nal oranie
zobion which will have as its purpose the strugrle egainst imperinlisn und
tetalitorionism in tho inserest of the ripghts of nations ond of individuals.

Remmenber, brothers in tho emisrotion, thot the problem of orgeni zing one
antii-tolshevik front of oll netions i8 not nlone the task of He lendors
of political parties, it is the rosponsibility of overy Tkeninian abroad
Ronembor thet the problem of the ¢rection of an enti=Bolshovil front, just
as the tesk of ropresenting the Ulnrsinian people, mst bo carried on not
only on the political snd govermmental levels ond on diplomatic puths.
This problem rmet be ettompted by the brosdest messes of oll the notions
of the west; in the factories » minves, farus, schools, and imstitutions.
vnly ‘fen the broad natiomal Lagses are ineludod in the anti-fiolshevil:
front nd this movement acquiros such a broad base will it be able to
sunintinte its opponent.,

Remember that the revelation of the truth ebout thm USSR, the mobilizing and
orgeaizing of nations for the struggle apainst Bolshevism, is a miesion of
universal significance. 3Je warthy of this groat mission which history haa
siven you. Fulfill it with apostolic dovotion and zeal, ond w &k tho same

in the Ulrsine. The coming genorations of all naii ng will rewember with
gratifude sush a contribution o history.

To undortake all these responcible tasks, brothers abroad, you mist be
united. You must ask in comeert and not epart. The embattled Ukening
expscts from the Vkrainians abrooad full unity, unity in action and not
merely on papor, wnity on the basis of' the revolutionary strussle for the
livoeration of the people in the krainien homelsnd,
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The present situation shall not continue. The division beotween Catholics
and Orthodox, botween Autocepholists and Unioniste, and perticularly
botween "wosterners" and "easterners” should be sbolished. Such divisions
cannot be tolerated with indifference. The onigration must use all
peusible means to destroy the obunoxious relics of dlong slavory ond artie
ficial frontiers by which tho cccupents divided and are still dividiag
the living body of the Ulnrainian people. In the unity of work and struggle
all differencos among the Ukrainians should digappear. ZThe nationally
conscious part of the emigration should do everything possible to reise
tho level of netional consciousness and political awareness of the lees
nationally minded part of the emigretion. This iz a very importent® and a
central task of the interaal lifo of tho Ukreinian arigration. The sclu~
tion of this problem is completely within the handa of the nationally
conscicue part of the Ukrainian emigration.

At today's slgnificant moment in history for the Ukrainian peopls, tha
Ukrainian emigration cenn-t sllow iteelf the luzury of divisions and
party fouds. Today all partisen disputes must be subordinated. to one
greaber reed, the task of liberating the Ukreinian peoplo. Division today
st not be botweenons or another perty but rather betweon petriots and
traitors to the Ulkvainian people.

The homeland sess no evil in the existence of various parties in the
emigration but rather in the ailure of these ‘partion to cocxist and
cooperate with sach other in their internsl affairs.. The homeland is
indipnent at the decay of political and public morsls emong the Ukrainian
enigration. Such moral decey rotards the liberation cemse and di shoners
the whole nation in the eyes of foreigners and oreates a false picture
of the struggle in the homslend. The embattled Ukraine is indignent at
porty struggle in the emigretion where the nationsl valuos and sanctitiss
are being bargained. The embattled Ukraine smphatically condemns alli
those who, failing to rise above their narrow party interests, speculate
on the liberation idea.

The homeland regrets to stats that in the emigration there are those who
fer o long time doubted the oxistencs of the UPA; the UHVR, and the
underground GUN in the Ukraine. Raids by the UPA were necessary, the
testimony of living witnosses was required, ond the insurgents had %o
march over 1000 kilometers fighting all the way in crder to definitely
convines those unbelieving Thounses that the UHVR, the UPA, and the UUN

Go exist end arc sctive within the Ukraine. But even nfter this achiovemont
some people in the omigration have attomptod to lessen tho significarce of
the strurgle in ths homeland, to rnerrow ite exbension and underastimats iis
political velueo. The homoland appesls o all such poople to suspend any
underestimation or depreciation of the liberaticn movemsnt in the homeland
and to give all their strength to the struggle of the embattled Ukraine.

To these so blinded by selfishness that they lack the courage and willinge
ness to abandon their attacks ngainst the liberaticn movement in the home-
land, the homoland declares thet their action will be rogarded ag o crime
againgt the Ukrainian people and its liberation struggle in the Ulkreine.

Stand
as ou exumple of unity and of organization for other peoples, for unity
aud organizing ability are needed by all peoples, %o end victoricusly the
strugple with Dolshevisn.
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iExiled brothers vho aro doing manuel isbor, unable to return o your
native land, you have found yourselves in the factories and mines end on
the ferms of almost ail the ccuntries beyond the borders of the USSR.
Jou ere working todsy side-by-side with workmen of all naticnalitissg, .
You are working today in the same environment as mogt of those people who
have Fallen victinms to the Bolghevik dsceitful propagenda. [alp the
millions of your fellew wovkmen to avoid the Bolshsvik traps, Prove to
these workers on the basis of your long knowledge thet in the USSR theve
is no Socialiam, that the USSR is the land of the most reactionary
totalitarienisn and tyrauny.
