By NILES LATHEM
in Washington
with DOUG FEIDEN
in New York
THE mental state of
Libyan Col. Moam-
mar Khadafy is now

The unraveling of

Intelligence experts
say he's gotten so
much worse since

then that he’s now mo-

rose and puffy-eyed,
slurs his words and
pops both anti-de-
pressant and hallu-
cinogenic drugs.

A top-secret CIA pro-
file on Khadafy before
the American bombing
run labeled him as
a“megalomaniac” who
has enormous trouble
living with his own
failures,

The view from the
folks at CIA head-
quarters in Langley,
Va., today is that he's
also a seriously ill
manic-depressive,
and there are persist-
ent rumors he’s been
treated at a Swiss
sanitarium for the
malady.

During a phone con-
versation with Saudi
Arabia’s King Fahd

. immediately after the

bombing, he was “to-
tally incoherent,”
sources said.
Officials speculate
that the 19 coup at-
tempts Khadafy has
survived since seiz-

ing power in 1969
have finally taken
their toll.
