The purpose of the target picture is to
depict the survivability of an antiquated way of life in modern day
twentieth century. The dominant colors consisted of stone-grey
offset by the lush green of the outlying vegetation. Tools and
conveyances observed in the area were prominently wooden (wooden
pitchforks and animal-drawn wagons).
