Formosa,‘ ‘The tanker is be- 
lieved to have been en route from Rumania to Shanghai with a 
cargo of kerosene. 

Comment: This is the first non- 
Chinese Soviet-bloc vessel intercepted by the Nationalists, who 
warned in a 11 September news broadcast that they would "detain 
any Satellite ‘blockade runners" they could catch.

The loss of the Praca will be serious 

to the Orbit, which has few ocean-going tankers. Orbit govern- 
ments do not recognize Nationalist China; thus Poland might find 
it difficult to take diplomatic steps to recover this vessel.
