SALVADORAN PRESIDENT JOSE NAPOLEON DUARTE USED THE MEDIA
LAST NIGHT TO ASK THAT PUBLIC MESSAGES CONDEMNING THE KIDNAPPING
QOF HIS DAUGHTER INES GUADALUPE 1@ DAYS AGO STOP. THE REQUEST
WAS INTERPRETED HERE ‘A5 INDICATING ‘THE POSSIBILITY THAT
NEGOTIATIONS BETWEEN THE PRESIDENT AND HIS DAUGHTER' S CAPTORS
MEMBERS OF THE PEDRO PABLO CASTILLO FRONT, HAVE BEGUN
EARLIER, THE FRONT ISSUED ITS FIRST PUBLIC MESSAGE, CLAIMING
RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE ACTION.

IN AN EXCLUSIVE INTERVIEW WITH A U, S. NEWS AGENCY
CORRESPONDENT, THE REBELS SAID THAT ONE ((AS HEARD)) OF THE
CONDITIONS TO BEGIN NEGOTIATIONS FOR THE RELEASE OF INES GUADALUPE
DUARTE IS THAT THE ARMY SUSPEND ITS ACTIONS, AIR AND GROUND

HOWEVER, SEVERAL PRESS ANALYSTS HERE HAVE SPECULATED THAT
