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YUGOSLAVIA: Price Controls Imposed

The Yugoslav Government announced Tuesday that soaring inflation
will force it to impose some price controls within the next few weeks
and to restrict credit to some enterprises until they lower prices. Most
price controls on industrial goods were lifted last September in
compliance with the IMF standby program that expires today. The
government blames “‘opportunistic monopolists’ for raising prices
