Under increasing pressure from the
military, Illia called an unprecedented
meeting of his full cabinet yesterday.
The meeting produced a press release
asserting the government's intention to
deal with the country's most pressing
problems. The cabinet is to meet again
on_Monday, 13 June, to take action on a
long-drawn-out labor crisis in one of
the provinces.
