T™he following information has just coms to me from a usually
very reliable source.

Accoxding to this source, Vice Chancellor Ludwig Brhard, then
8 professor of economics. was charged by "Hitler" (it is not clear
whether this means Hitler himself or "The Govermment®) with the
destailed planning for the German occupied territory, and those yet
to be occupied in the Bast, especially the Ukraine. The resultant
project is composed of a campendium slightly under 500 pages long,
of wvhich only six to eight copies were produced. This information
comes from the wife, or widow, of 8 Dr. Kuhn--Mrs. Elsie XKuhn-ieits
and was sent to me by a mutual friend--a Prench woman, Since Dr.
Kahn was the collaborator of Dr. Brhard in this scheme, I am in-
clined to give it some credence.

1 am sending you this mformation only becsuse it occurred to
me that {f the wssians knuw this, especially if they have a copy
of this work which is seid to bes very detailed and cold-blooded,
they are capable of transforming it into & major propagands stunt,
even if they lﬂw to torture the truth as they so often do.

It also occurred to ms that the time of the President's visit
aight be one of those moments that may tempt them, or possibly the
oeve of EBrhard's taking over——if he ever does. ’

The above contains the total of my information on this point,
I realize that if the Russians have this information and are willing
to use it, there is not a great desl that we can do about it. Row-
ever, being forewarned might be of some help.
