Ares is located in the center of the Swabian-Bavarian high plateau.
Its central point is - as is was earlier - Augsburg.

Examine -2 map of Cermany or Burope, paying particular attention to the network
of roads .and railroad lines in southern Germany. You will soon see the
importance of Augsburg and of the line Angsburg-fuernberg.

The significance of this central location has been reduzed by the recent
constriction of railroad line and road systems from Mohtich directly to the -
Rorth and Eszt,

Dospite this development which centers around Bunich, not.)ﬁing can or will
tranapire in the area south of the Main and East of the Flack Forest which
cannot be pinpointed as a result of its crossing (EsstWest or Wegt-East)
the line Augsburg-fuernberg, or (North-South or South-North) the line
Ouenzberg-Ingolstadt.

No one observed area can play a decisive role in world affairs. However,
the area with which we are concerned has such a central location that any
affairs taking place in southern Germany mmust make themselves known here,

It can therefore be said with justice that small details and natbers of
seemingly secondary importance which are to be observed here have a singular
signifieance in contributing to evaluation of the general situation.

Report is derived from the Uerman word "melden®, that is, to impart a fact,
The fact must be depicted as it is known to you., In every case and in every
word it must be somsthing on which you would take an oath. Only thus can

it have any value and be utilized to our advantage by the people on the
outside, The propaganda reports prepared by all parties in the last war

are miserable and worthless, and are generally very quickly unmasked.

A report "is only of use to us when it is1

a) true and absolutely accurate,
b) understandable and wnequivocal and -
¢) received in time, the sarlier the bettaer,

Yhan you want to report an important fact, proceed as follows:

a) put what you want to report in good order.

b) wurite it down in clear and simple words,

¢) do away with everything that is unimportant and superfluous, until
only the pure and unadultered fact remains

d) f£inally, put yourself in the place of those who will receive your
report and check to see that your words will be interpreted exactly
as you mant them.

To familiarize you with reports and give you a tetter understanding of
what i8 needed, exarples are appended. But remember one thing: these

1les are constructed to demonstrate form and method of expression,
without regard to content. We cannot predict that intemtions known tosus
today might not end up in fact completely to the contrary.
