Elmars Msgailis,approx. 45 years old,calls himself "Emils" and he is
known under this name among the people. In summer 1949 he arrived from
Switzerland in: Chile. His present address is Santiago,Mosa 68 (his
own house) very near the RCA VictorsRadio Factory.

He is now working in Santiago,Santa Rosa 2990. The name of his working

place is:"Industria Metalurgica. Puertas y Ventanas de Acero. Perfiles

Metalios. Cerrajer;a". It is all written there. He is supposedly a
pertner or copartner in this business (with other "Eirofeerm Europeans )
After his arrival in Chile he worked for "Pundacion Libertad" as

o draftsman. This factory is located in Santiago,Libertad 53. He

made arrangements in Switzerland for his work there. For a short
period of time he worked for "Simonettil & Montanari%,a window aﬁd

door factory,

When he arrived in Chile he wag married t6 a Swiss. He has two

" children who wers born in Santiago,

It was said that she(Melngailis' wife) had worked for the Red Cross
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! in Switzerland. She stayed in . Chilei... for two years only. There— |
- after she returned to Switzerland. Mr. M. did not want her to come

back to him. The marriage was supposedly later dissolved in Mexico

City by correspondencs (7).

For soms time he lived with a Latvian family,quenbergs,in Santiage,
Santa Elena 1014, During that time he,in cooperation with other

people (who rémained unidentified) ,he built desks for draftmen.It was said
that he cheated (stole from) his partners. He supposedly met Tamara
Urbans through a Russian family in Santiago.

Later he got married to this Russian girl (Urbans sounds like a
Latvian family name). Miss Urbans arrived in Ghile on 20 October 1949,
Her brother worked for FAMAE (Fabricas y Maestranzas del Ejercito)

as an engineer., It was said that Tamara hadifﬂg;S\ggggggjas a designer.
For a period of time M. was on very friendly terms with Mr. Arnold
Jacob who works for "Maeétranza Diesel" and who lives in St& Elena 1433
(apartment 35). Mr. Jacob goes frequently to the church "Templo
Evangelico Alliansa de Cristiana" (cormer St2 Izalel and Credito).

M. is well known in this church and he has also friends there, Some-
'times he plays there the violin. He had also played the violin in
"Salvatiod’Army" churches.,

At first,after his arrival in Chile, he called on Latvians and he
wanted to make friends with them. At present,or rather lately,he

did not want to talk to Latvians any more. Sometimes he behaves

i as if he could not speak Latvian any more. _

He always tried to associate with Swiss groups; lately,however,he iné;Lred :
" their displeasure because he had left his first wife. *
I remember a very interesting case where M. turned up.in a suspicious
way:

It happened either in 1949 or in 1950. :Qns day Mr. Jensen arrived in
Chile,allegedly from Denmark. At that time I was Président of the
Latvian Club in Santiago. I and my family spent the summer months

always at the Pacific coast and thus our house in Santiago was

vacant during the summer. Mr., Jensen rented a room and took care
of our house. One day,this happened before we moved to(the house)
on the beach,my wife and Mrs. Kalp1n§ obgerved that Mr. Jensen met
N both men
Melngailis ... on the street,/walking back and forth for approx.
20 mimates. On that evening he did not mention anything sabout his
meeting with Melngailis; but on the following day when my wife
asked him whether he had already met any Latvians,he answered that,

by chance,he had met a Latvian,unknown to him,on the street . He further

said that this unknown man had not introduced himself. Later,however,
ny wife found ou;?gz. Jensen was in reality not Mr. Jensen but that
his true name waq,152§ons because a book,which he had brought from
Dengerk,contained the following inscription: "To our teacher,Mr.
Jangons, to rememBer". It w28 signed by the students of a Latvian

School in Copenhagen, When we asked J. why he had changed his name

he said: bscause the Danes were not able to pronounce Jansons very i
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well, Several months later J. disappeared and we learned that he had

immigrated to the United States. We further learned that he got married
to the daughter of a Baptist minister and that he attended a Baptist
school or college in the States.

I remember that Jensen (Jansons) was the representative of 4ome water

pump factory in Denmakk. We all were amazed that Jensen (Jansong) was

able to immigrate to the States so quickly and without any difficulties.

Thereafter we did not hear anything from J. any more. However,during

the last summer I met in Alaske a ;latvian Baptist Minister who was
living in Téxas. I asked him whether a certain Jensen was known to
him and he sald that he had some information about him.

The minister's name is: Carlos Gruber,513 Utica,Plainview,Texas,
Mr. Gruber has been living in the States for twenty years, He is
married to an American who teaches languages (Spanish) somewhere,
I think at some %bllege. Before he came to the States Gruber had
lived in Brazil for many years. I think that he had been there a
year ago. |
Ce;tainly yourremember the American student who during the last
year was arrested in Russia. He end another student were accused
of espionage activities. His name is Kamingsky or a similar name,
At present he is'a Russian language teacher at Purdue University
in Lafayette,Indiana. One day,this happened se&e;al monthsbago;

Mr. Kaminsky called at the office of my friend,Eric Dargevics,
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(Lafayette,University Motors Ine.,25 S.Third Street) and introduced ]

himself as Professor Kaminsky. Kaminsky asked for a job for his brother.
Kaminsky told Dargewic that he knew that D. was a Latvian and that hs
was born in Jelgava,latvia, D. was astonished that X. knew so much about
him although the latter was utterly unknown to Dargevic., He did not offer
any Jjob to Kaminsky's bdbrother. .
