SUBJECT: Flare Hits Chinese Boat

As instructed by General Haig, and after quickly confirming the details
with Jon Howe, I called Mrs. Shih at 12:45 p.m. today concerning the
incident in which one of our flares hit a Chinese ship,

I told Mrs. Shih that my boss had asked me to call her to say that we
had just received a report that within the last 24 hours one of our flares
had hit a Chinese ship near Honla Island due to a malfunction in the
parachute. I said that we regretted this incident which was, of course,
A an accident and due to the fact that the parachute had not functioned
properly, perhaps because the flare had burned it, I asked her to pass
this information to her boss,

“ She had no comment except to check with me the spelling of Honla
Island.
