’ l. CsPRIFORM was at the time of World War II, one of the
executive employeea of the German East Ministry and politiocal
advisor of ROSENBFRG on social, political, and national questions
dealing with the peripherel netionalities of the Soviet Union,
His sphere of activity included the following nationalities and

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2. Shortly after the capitulation, CArRIFORM was invited by
the British to collaborate om the subject of doing research on
the above indicated nationslities, traininz of national political
propagenda cadres from among the members of these nationalities
and interesting them in the various types of propaganda activit{es,
such ap broadcasting on the PBC in their native languages, etc,

3. CAPRIFOEM recsived for his personal use a private villa
in the British Zone of CGermany. 1In the course of his work, he
orgenized several separate national groups. He loocated these
groups in separate villes, ln the environs of his own residence,
in Brachwede bei Eielefeldt, Westphalim, Rolandstr. 10.

L. Lesders for the:e groups were selected by CAFRIFORM
from among the political figures of these nationalities which
were known to him from his deys at the East Ministry, After
seleoting the l:zader, he recruited the staffs. In ccnnection
with the recruiting, the ~reatest consideration was given to the
young Soviet-educated ir ..ligentia. Io oonformity with a program
of continued education, some of these were sent to the historical
snd economic faculties of various Germen universities for the
purpose of acquiring doctorates and other advenced degrees on
various provlems in connection with their nationalities. Besides
this, there were cases where CAPRIFORM gave individual members
of these national groups speciasl assignments connected with
travel to other countries for the purpose of liaison with the
national emigre circles there. His aim was to attraot certain
individuels in those countries to share in his activities. He
i8 known to have sent some people to France, Switzerland, Italy,
and even Berlin for this purpose, ’

.6. Characteristios and Organization of the Individual Groups.

a. Turkistanian Group. The Turkistenlan group directed by
the Turkistanian Yolitical figure, Ksium Khan, is one of the
largest groups in CAPRIFORM's system. At one time this group
consisted of sixteen persons, but, as & result of reorganization,
wes subsequently deoreased to eleven persons, Of these, geven
persons under the leadership of KAIUM-KHAN reside «t the address
of CAPRIFORM, Thers they work on various subjrots assigned to
them by the British and, also, publish a national Turkistanian
magazine: "Milyli Turkistan® (Charming Turkistan) in the Turkish
{(Turkistenien) language. This publicntion is described by
Source as a politico-historical, cultursl-economic magazine,

To date, two numbers have been lesued. The third one is expected
in the near future. The first two numbers were financed entirely
by the group without a monetary subsidy from the British.

However, the contents of the magazine i pressed the British

#0 favorably that they have decided to allot epecial funds for
this nationsl organ. The extsnt of this subsidy will be made
known onr the return of KUMUS from London. For this reason, the
pnationsl circles ses in this the influence upon the British of
KUMUS since he was able to convince the British that, by supporting
this magazine and distributing it amopg the Turkish-speaking
peoples of the Near East, and among the Moslems (Musealmen)

in generasl, and by acquainting t-ese peoples with the factual
situation of their brethern by faith in the "Soviet paradise”,
they will be eble to foster in thess countries an anti-Soviet
orientation. (Turkish-spesking peoples: Iraniens, Turkmen, etc.)

.The additional four members of the Turkistanian group take

courses at the history anc economics:departments in Cerman
universities. They receive quarters free of charge, and receive
materisl assistance to the extent of 160 ;X per nonth per person,
In return, the British anticipate developing cadres of Turkistanlian
inte:ligentia connected with them morally and spiritually. One

of the Turkistanian students, KHAITI, graduated from the history
department of a German univeristy in 1949. The other three are
continuing their astudies.
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(1) KAIUM-KEAN is an old emigrant who by his political
convioctions is a separatist and a follower of the
Turkistanian political figure Mustafa CHOZALV who
died in 1941, At the ti:e of torld Wwar II, RAIU¥=
KHAN was closely connected with CAPRIFORM. By
virtue of their being old friends and collaborators,
they have complete mutual trust in one another,

After the Cerman capitulation XAIUM-KiisN was internead
for collaboration with the Cermans and wus released
only arter serving one and & half to two years after
the terminstion of the war. Shortly after his
r:lease he was treoked down by C.PRIFCRM, who was
already ia British employ, and who invited KilUM-«iinN

/ to work with him,.

(2) KAIUM~KHAN mainteins a wide range of connactions with
all emigre circles who support the separatist plat-
form. The Turkistanlaa supporters of KAIUM-KHAN's
views who live in the American Zone of Germany are
in the renks of the Ukrainian politicael organization
ABR (Anti-Bolshevic Block of Nations), KAIUM-KHAN
himself maintains a personsl connection with the
President of ABN, the Ukrainian STETZEO, In the
course of KiIUM-KHAN's vigits to Munich, besides
GTETZXO, he meets with Engineer MAGOMA, M. ALSHIEAYA
and other Caucasisn political figures. :

{3) Charecterizing his own activity and also the activity
of his group, KAIUM-XHAN expressed himself thus:
"At the beginning the youth must study at the higher
educational institutions end train for political
activity; simultaneously they receive brief assignments
to work out certain 'questions of interest' connsctead
with their peoples.”

(4) on completing his university studies, KHAITI received
a doctorate for his history of Turkiastan, a work
which received s good evaluation from the Britieh.

b. Azerbaldjeanisn Group. Prior to the entrance of Izmell
AKBER into the AzerbaidJanlen Group of CsKIFORM, the leader of
this group was the Azerbaidjoenian political figure Khilal MUNSHI,
an 0ld emigrant who lived at the following adcress: Detmoldt,
Lutsovstr, 8 (?). At thet time, on.the instructions of CAPRIFCRM,
he made visits to Amzon to select four Azerbaldjenians for his
group in which instence the preference was given to the new
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Shortly after inviting these four persons into the

Azerbaidjanian Group at the end of 1948, Izmail .\EBER was
personally invited by CAPRIFOLM to joln this group.

‘emigration. His true family name is ALIKFEROV,
- He 18 of medium heicht, stocky, swarthy, clean

shaven face, brunet, wavy hair, slightly grey,
with a slight cast to his eyes. He was born on
12 September 1912 in Baku, received his higher
education by completing the finanoial-sconomics
department of the Bakinski Narodno-Koryaistvennyl
Instutite (Beku PeoplesB-Administrative Institute).

‘He spesks Russian with en accent. Besiaes thet,

he spesks well in the Turkish and Azerbeidjanian
languages, and get:s along quite essily in German.
Prior to the war he was employed in one of the
Narkomats in the city of Baku as a technical worker.
In wartime he was drafted into the Red Army and’

in the year 19,2 was osptured by the Germans in the
olty of Kerch, (In the ysars 1937-38 he was
arrested by the organs of the NKVI and for a
considerable time was subject to surveillance,)

In the latter part of the war, he served in the
German army, in the special section called "the
Zepplin Organization”, where he earned the rank

of an officer and whers he served until the end of
the war, The German 6éapitusltion found him in Itely
where he was placed in on internment camp and from
where he, together with the other arrested persons,
wag transferred to Lachau. He was released in 1947.
Even prior to the capitulat'on, Izmail AKBER furnished
himself with German docuaentstion in which it was
gtated thot he was s Persiun citizen and on which
aocount he had the good fortune of evolding the
forceful repatristion to his homeland,

Shortly after the entrance of Izmail AXBER into the
Azerbsjdjanian Croup, & c¢ifference of views developed
between Khilal MUNSII und Izmail AKBSR, In the course
of subsequent work, t:is difference led to & ocomplete
split of the group into two caxps. On the one side
Khilal XUNSHI consisting of himself slone, snd on

the other, AKFEXR and the rest of the members of
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the group. The result was that the relations detween
CAPRIFORM and Khilel ¥UNSHI also deteriorated, .

The reason for this deterioration is explained by

the views and personality of Khilael HUNSHI who was
the follower of the political figure, Rasul ZALE of

_Tfurkey, anc partisan of the Azerbaldjanian party

"Musavat® which is critical of the German policy
and desires direot collaboration with the British
without having Germans in between, iesiring to
eocomplish his aim and, being by nature a person
who is capable 'of personal intrigues, MUNSHI began
to clacken all the political figures collaborating
with Germany, calling them politieal dlindmen and tools
in the German hands., The other members of the group
resented this, but particularly so Izmail AKBER.
It should be addied here that the recruitment of the
four members of the group by Khelal MUKSHI did not
turn out to be satisfactory. The Azerbaidjanians °
selected by him were not sufficlently educasted and
had no political training whatsoever, and in
general were people who by their development stood
on a level considersbly lower than MUNSHI hi.self,
(Possidbly this fact hasd been considersd by him and
arranged purposely to avoid any competition,).
Utillizing this fect in his battle, MUNSHI was able.
to direct the British attention to this situstion
and all fo.r wei¢ gradually removed from the group.
On the other hand, CAPRIFORM, utilizing his connections
and bis position, presented the issue to the British
and demanded that a choice be made by them between
himeelf apd MUNSHI, The British supported CAPRIFORM
against MUNSEI but nevertheless left MUNSHI in their
employ. By this means the npembership of the group
ceme to comsist only of Izmeil AKBER who, after
firing the last two Azerbaldjaniens from the group in
the middle of vecember 1947, considered it untactful
in r-lation to his junior comrades.to remain with
CAPRIFORM eo 88 not to allow an impr<ssion to be
formed thet he squeezed out all members of the group
bs; his personal desire; he thus dbroke completely
with the Pritish., Having received from CAPRIFORM
a good recommendetion, AKBER arrived in the American
Zone where he temporarily resides at the Funk Raserne
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where he 1s trying to arrange his documentetion and .
quarters and 1s preparing to immigrate to America.

By this means the Azerbaidjaniem Oroup in CAPRIFORMS's
system o=2zs8ed to exist in fact.

6, Idel-Uralian Group. The Idel Uralian group consists of
three persons: The leader of the group, the Tartar Sultan
GAFRIB; the ldel Upralian, SUKRI; and apother Idel Uralian, a
student whose name is unknown to Source. Sultan GARIB is a new
emigrant, 32-35 years of age, above medium height, slender, He
15 a man who is quite intelligont, politically developed and a
convinoed separatist. He lives in Hamburg where he is completing
his studies in the history department of Hamburg University. He
repides at Erinastr, 113/111 bei Holstein, Hamburg 20. Besides
hie studies at the university, GALIB systematlioally prepares
referant material in scoordance with assignments from CAPRIFOBM
on various questions dealing with economlie, social and political
problems connected with the historical development of the Idel
Uralians. His latest work was a large reference work on the theme
"History and Politiocs™ which dealt exclusively with the subject
of national politiocal problems of the Urel Tartars, CAKIB
himself is a member of the political orgaenization "Frometheue"
which is supported by Polish natinnal circles and, as far as is
known to Source, had also been a member inm the political organization
*The International of Freedom" which is supported by the "Melnio®
Ukrainians,

(1) All questions relastive to the ldel Uralian emigration
“--. are redolved by Sultan. tiRIB.himself in view that )
he actually is the cheirmen of the Idel Uraliasn

national grouping. )

(2) The mutual roletions among the Sultan GARIB, the .
other members of the group, and CirRIFORM are very
good; they all are old acquuintances from thelr
joint labors in the East Ministry.

(3) fThe supoort received by the Idel Uralians from the
British is of the very seme sort as for the other
groups - 160 N per month. The whole group consists
of students.

d, The Crimesn Tartar Oroup. The Crimean Tartar group
oonsists of two persons. The senior of these is Edige KIREWAL,
who in the year 1949, 28 a result of the support received from the
British, had completed one of the universities in the British Zone
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of Germany. The second membsr of the group, whose name is unknown
to Source, is also studying at one of the universities in the
British Zone, The themes of their refersnce works for the British
are the same as those for other groups, national, politiecal, and

.social problems of thelr people, in this given instence, that of

the Crimean Taxrtars. Along with the usual reference material,
TIRZMAL wrote a book on Crimea which is ready for publicetion.
Presently, he is writing a second book in which will be reflected
the situation in Crimea in the years 1918-20., In his convictions
he is, as are all the collaborators of CAPRIFORM, e convinced
separatist and member of the organization "Prometheus",

e. The Georgian and North Caucaslan Croups. The Georglan
group as such, in faet, does not exist. All problems of interest
to the British wers given enlightenment by the political figures
oconnect=d indirectly with CAPRIFCKM, such as Sesha TIUMAYA and-
Misha ALSHIBAYA. Both these political figures belong to the

- georglen grouping of Mishs ERZUIYA of Switzerland,

(1) 1In the ssme way, on all questions connected with the
All-Caucasian and, in part, with the North Caucasian
probleas, CAPRIFORM sought advice and had consultations
with the REngineer, Ashmet NABI MAGOMA, At one time,
at the end of 1948, CAILIFOFM propoeed that Engineer
MAGOMA earmark five candidates for politiesl activity
and four students, This dusiness did not proceed,
however, beyond general conversations since the
British did not confirm the estimate of cest, and
gave a subsidy only to Genersl BICHIEAXIIOV, at first
in the amount of 150 1¥ and subsequently lowering
it to 100 M.

7. According tc a coamunication from Source, Hussein KUMUS
returned from EZngland to the British Zone of Germeny and advised
his contacts in Munich thet apperently all his proposed estimates
of costs were confirmed in full.,
