MEMORANDU FOR THE DIRECTOR OF CZNTRAL INTELLIGENCE:

Subject: Psychological Warfare, SWNCC 304/1 (NIA 7).

1. Attached hereto is a draft of the recommended action by the
Director with respect to SWNCC 304/1 on which the State-War-Navy Co-
ordinating Committee has requested the comment of the National In-
telligence Authority.

2. The basic paper (SWNCC 304/1) is a report of an ad hoc com-
mittee appointed by SWNCC to report on the measures that should be
taken to exploit the possibilities of Psychological Warfare in the
United States and to recommend the peacetime organization required.
The CIG furnished a non-voting observer (Colonel Briggs, ICAPS) to
this committee.

3. The initial suggested comments of the Director were formu-
lated and circulated to the members of the IAB. Al]. member of the
IAB, except Admiral Inglis, approved subject to minor amendments.
Admiral Inglis disapproved, but his suggestions paralleled those
of the other members. The inclosed second draft bears the written
concurrence of Admiral Inglis and the verbal concurrence of the
other members of the IAB.

1. Your attention is drawn to the following quotation from the
Washington Merry-Go-Round by Drew Pearson this morning:

"The White House is taldng no chances that Government witnesses
who testify at the Senate hearings on the armed forcei merger bill
-frill talk out of turn. Secretary of War Patterson and Secretary of,
*Nary Forrestal were required to submit their prepared testi:rely to
the White House before testifying oa Capitol Hill and lesser fry
officials are doing the same."

2. While this column was not directly cited, both Admiral
Sherman and General Norstad were asked, during their testimony before
the Senate Armed Services Committee this morning, witether the above
was the case.

3. Admiral Sherman stated that hislxrepared statement was
delivered exactly as he ',rote it, but that he understood that copies
had been furnished in advance to the Secretary of the Navy, the White
House and the Bureau of the Budget.

4. In answer to the same question, General Norstad stated that
his statement was exactly as he had written it, and that no one out-
side the War Department had had a hand in it or had made soy sugges-
tions. He stated, however, that he understood that an information
copy had been supplied the White House.

5. It is suggested that you might explore informally the
question of whether your statement must be cleared by anyone prior
to its delivery.
