the team and arrangements were made to contact him aciiﬁ on 23 October,
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e, 20 Qctober at 0100 the team arrived at Voskop where they visited the
home of Ilma Sullelli, team member. They received food and left word to contact

the family again on the 21st,

. f. On 21 October they returned to the Sullolli home where they received
food for 3 days., Willow left a letter for Alush Prizan and Hysen Lubonia
arranging for a contact with them., The password to be used would be "It is I,
the river."

g. On 22 QOctober the team was back in Kamenic where Sul Aslani was contacted.
Aslani passed several posters over to the team. TT—

h., From 23 Qctober to 26 Qctober the team remained in Kamenic, Istref
Netka was contacted on each day. )
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i. On 26 QOctober Halil Reza Selimi arrived bringing newspapers and other
information that had been gathered in the Gora area.
