REVIEW MEETING SHOULD MANDATE A PHASE II OF THE STOCKHOLM
CDE TALKS. SUCH A CONFERENCE SHOULD FOCUS ON DISARMAMENT
IN EUROPE "FROM THE ATLANTIC OCEAN TO THE URAL
