IT WAS WHEN SHAKESPEARE WROTE IT. IT CERTAINLY SEEMS TO
SUM UP WHAT HAPPENED TO KURT WALDHEIM AND WHAT RESULTED
IN A REMARKABLE ACT BY THE U.S. GOVERNMENT LAST WEEK.

3. "IT ALMOST DEFIES IMAGINATION THAT ONE WHO OCCUPIED
CENNTRE STAGE FOR SO LONG COULD HAVE HIDDEN FROM PUBLIC
VIEW THE FACT THAT HE WAS A NAZI WAR CRIMINAL. THE
JUDGEMENT MAY SOUND HARSH, BUT UNLESS THE JUSTICE
