Weber. A woman acquaintance of Worm saw him in Lleipzig several months 2go and found

_and has thick, brown hair. He is often in the Ylest Zone and drives an expensive
car. It is known that Worm speaks Russian. He recently attempted to employ the
P writer as a Specialist Mechanic-and-Toolmaker and promised him e positicn but
refused to give the name of the firm or its. location. Writer declined the offer
since he feared that he might be forcibly removed. The last address which Worm
gave to an acquaintance was® Ernst Form, Eselingen—Horkau, Ottilienstr., 47.
